8. Public Forum 
Dave Vieaux (Leha Ave.) – D. Vieaux complimented on the new web design and did point out a format issue with the homepage.  He also noted that 11 weapons were stolen today from the State Police shooting range in Simsbury.

Ransom Young (Rixtown Rd.) – R. Young suggested the state go in with a multi-chopper to clear the weeds at Glasgo while the water is drawn down.  K. Skulczyck noted the request and also noted the state was asked to wait two freezes before restoring the water.
Sharon Viadella (Lester Rd.) – S. Viadella wanted to know if there was any new information on the gun range.  K. Skulczyck commented the State does not return his calls or have any contact with him at this time.  He has heard they are not pursuing the lease agreement but feels they are still trying to circumvent the process with some kind of purchase and feels that perhaps this is the point for the BOS to agree on allocating $5000 from the Selectmen’s legal budget to at least get a legal overview of the situation and counsel on what action can be taken by the town.  The BOS members agreed we should initiate some process towards counsel and allocating the money as long as it was understood not to exceed that fixed amount.

Ladonnah Cardin (Bitgood Rd.) – L. Cardin offered to retrieve information available through FOI in order to keep costs down for the attorney.  K. Skulczyck noted he would check with Courtney and Maynard to see if the information was available at all by digital means.
James Barnie (Hopeville Rd.) – J. Barnie wanted to confirm that at any vote regarding an expenditure of more than $10,000 has to be done by secret ballot.

Ryan Snide (Tatro Rd.) – R. Snide wanted to know where we were at concerning the ambulance building and the Animal Control Agreement with Plainfield.  K. Skulczyck commented there is no new information on the ambulance garage and noted the attorneys are in the process of discussing that situation and the Animal Control Agreement with Plainfield has been approved.
