MINUTES DECEMBER 3, 2008 GRISWOLD TOWN HALL

I. REGULAR MEETING/PUBLIC HEARING(S) (7:00 P.M.)

1. Call to Order

Theodore Faulise, Chairman, called this meeting of the Griswold Zoning Board of Appeals to order
at 7:05 p.m.

2. Roll Call

3. Determination of Quorum

T. Faulise appointed M. Manning to sit for R. Anthony. There was a quorum for this regular meeting
of the Zoning Board of Appeals.

4. Matters Presented for Consideration

A. ZBA 05-09 Kuzyk, Margaret, 3 Myrtle Drive, Norwich, CT. Property location: 206 Lake
Road, Griswold, CT. Requesting relief from Town of Griswold Zoning Regulations for Section
10.1 to reduce the area requirement from 28,961 sq. ft. to 21441 sq. ft. in order to transfer a plot
of land to a smaller adjacent lot to increase its size. The property is in the R-40 zone.

T. Faulise asked if there was someone to represent the applicant. Katherine Petersen presented a
letter authorizing her to represent the application Margaret Kuzyk. She submitted the green cards
for the record.

T. Faulise asked her to explain the hardship for this property. K. Petersen explained that the
existing lots in the area have been in existence prior to zoning and the area is now. She explained
the location of the property and that the piece of property that will be transferred. T. Faulise asked
the size of the lots. She stated that it is 29,000 s. f. and that approximately 7,500 s.f. will be
transferred to her lot to make it 21,000 s.f. She showed the deed for lot #4 as a separate deeded
lot to here and her husband. T. Faulise stated that the lots there are nonconforming and that this lot
will be about 20,000 s.f. after the transfer. There was discussion of this matter.

T. Faulise asked for questions from the board. D. Doucette asked how long the lots were together
as one lot. K. Petersen explained that they have been in one ownership.
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T. Faulise asked if there was anyone to speak in favor of the application.

Andrew Lavallee, 166 Lake Road, asked what kind of future use there would be. K. Petersen
explained that she had no plans to do anything.

R. Jodoin stated that he had no problems with it at all.
T. Faulise closed the public hearing at 7:10 p.m.

T. Faulise asked for any other questions from board members. He explained that the lots were
nonconforming in the area and it is a unique situation. He had no problems with it.

R. Jodoin made a motion to grant the variance as presented. W. Przylucki seconded the motion.
There was discussion on the motion. T. Faulise asked for a vote. All were in favor. The motion was
carried.

T. Faulise explained the 15 day appeal period to K. Petersen.

B. ZBA 06-09 Maloney, Martin, 168 Kenwood Road, Griswold, CT. Property Location 178
Kenwood Road, Griswold. Requesting relief from Town of Griswold Zoning Regulations for
Section 4.2.4 in order to construct a 32 foot x 24 foot boat house. The property is in the R-60
zone.

T. Faulise asked if there was someone here to represent the application. Michelle Maloney
presented a letter from Martin Maloney to represent him. She submitted the green cards for the
record. T. Faulise asked her to explain her hardship.

M. Maloney explained that they have a steep incline on their property with a small shed and that
they own the adjacent lot and wants to build a boat house on this vacant lot. She submitted a
photograph of the boat house and explained that it will be placed in a corner of the lot where it
cannot be seen from the road. R. Jodoin asked if it was on the right. M. Maloney stated yes.

D. Doucette asked if the shed would remain. M. Maloney explained that the existing shed is for
lawnmowers and the like. T. Faulise asked if it would be a residence. M. Maloney stated no but
that there will be electricity in order to have an automatic garage door, but there will be no other
utilities installed.

T. Faulise asked M. Maloney to show where the boat house would be located. M. Maloney showed
the board where her home was located and here the boat house would be located.

D. Doucette asked if it was a buildable lot. M. Maloney stated yes that it was a buildable lot. W.
Przylucki asked if they spoke to Peter Zvingilas. She stated yes and he suggested that they get a
variance for an accessory use. D. Doucette asked if the deeds were in the same name. M.
Maloney explained that one deed was in her name and one deed was in her husband's name. T.
Faulise read the regulations for accessory uses for the record. There was discussion of this matter.

T. Faulise asked if there were any deed restrictions. M. Maloney stated that she did not think there
were any restrictions. She explained that the abutters received notification and the president of the
homeowner's association received natification of this public hearing.

T. Faulise asked if there was anyone to speak in favor of the application; he asked if there was any
opposed to the application. He stated that there was no correspondence either for or against the
application. He closed the public hearing at 7: 15 p.m.
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W. Przylucki made a motion to grant the variance as presented. R. Jodoin seconded the motion.
There was no discussion. All were in favor. The motion was carried.

T. Faulise explained the 15 day appeal period to M. Maloney.

W. Przylucki
seconded the motion. All were in favor. The meeting adjourned at 7:25 p.m.
